REFLEXIONES

JESUS SE PUSO A LLORAR
Podriamos pensar que Jests no tenia nada por qué llorar. Después de todo, €l sabe que la vida que
experimentamos después de la muerte terrenal es el punto en el que nuestros ojos se abren y nuestros
corazones se llenan por fin. Sabe que pronto resucitara a Lazaro de entre los muertos, y todos se regocijaran y
olvidaran su dolor. Entonces, ¢por qué lloro?
Parece que lloro al ver el dolor de los demas; vio a Maria y a los demas afligidos por la muerte de Lazaro y se “se
conmovio hasta lo mas hondo”, y lloré. Esta es una vision profunda del Corazon mismo del Salvador: un
corazon compasivo que realmente se adentra en el dolor de los demas y se extiende para aliviar su dolor.
El esta nuevamente "conmovido' cuando algunos de los espectadores sugieren que no pudo hacer nada al
respecto, que deberia haber hecho algo antes para salvar a Lazaro. Lo que causo esta agitacion no fue que se
sintiera ofendido personalmente por sus dudas. iSu Corazon siempre esta para los demas primero! Su dolor fue
causado por su continua falta de fe, lo cual fue perjudicial para ELLOS, no para €. El es el Salvador y Redentor,
que los llama a creer y confiar.
Jests es también un Maestro, que no se pierde ningin “momento de ensenanza”. Entonces, cuando esta a
punto de realizar este acto extraordinario, quiere asegurarse de que las lecciones se entiendan claramente.
Una de estas lecciones es que Jesus solo hace lo que el Padre quiere, que su poder sobre la enfermedad y los
demonios y la muerte misma es la voluntad del Padre y viene del Padre (“Padre, te doy gracias porque me has
escuchado. Yo ya sabia que ta siempre me escuchas.”) pero verdaderamente también es SU poder. En el
Evangelio, Jestis nunca le pide al Padre que haga la curacion, la expulsion o la resurreccion de los muertos;
habla directamente por si mismo. “Luego grit6 con voz potente: {Lazaro, sal de allil Y sali6 el muerto”.
En esta escena, Jesus esta logrando muchas cosas, “para la gloria de Dios, para que el Hijo de Dios sea
glorificado por medio de ella™
- Jestis muestra que esta mas alla de cualquier temor de peligro al regresar donde la gente que lo habia
rechazado y tratado de apedrearlo hasta la muerte.
* Jests les recuerda a los discipulos que €l camina en una luz mayor, y ellos también pueden hacerlo.
* Jesuss fortalece la fe de los presentes y declara: “Yo soy la resurreccion y la vida”.
- Jesuis resucita al que ama, cuatro dias después de su muerte.
* Jesuis restaura un hermano a dos hermanas afligidas.
- Jestis demuestra su poder divino a los espectadores y a los discipulos.
* Jests atrae a muchos otros a creer en €L
