FOLLOW IN THE FOOTSTEPS OF CHRIST — The great fifty-day celebration of Easter has concluded, as have the feasts honoring
the Holy Trinity and the Body and Blood of Christ. Last week we began a long stretch of Ordinary Time that will bring us to late
November. Saint Paul tells us today that those who are baptized “have clothed yourselves with Christ” (Galatians 3:27). This
scripture is echoed in the Church’s baptism ritual when we sing, “You have put on Christ, in him you have been baptized.” This
message is inspiring and sobering at the same time, for in today’s Gospel, we get to the heart of what it means to be clothed in
Christ. The Lord tells us, “If anyone wishes to come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross daily and follow me” (Luke
9:23). For the next twenty-two weeks we are called to take up the cross and, with Saint Luke as our guide, follow in the footsteps
of Christ.

Jubilee Year of Mercy June 19, 2016 | Twelfth Sunday in
Ordinary Time

Today, as he often does, Luke portrays
Jesus “praying in solitude” (Luke 9:18). The
Jubilee Year of Mercy invites us to rediscover the
value of silence as the prayerful setting in which
to reflect on the ways in which God’s mercy
transforms our lives, in order to make mercy the
heart of our own lifestyle. But in a line that
sounds odd, Jesus “rebuked” his disciples “and
directed them not to tell anyone” (9:20-21) after they professed
their faith in Jesus as “the Christ of God” (9:20). Jesus challenges
us also to profess our faith not by what we say, but by what we
do: take up our own cross daily (9:23) and “bear one another’s
burdens” (Galatians 6:2). Our gratitude for God’s mercy toward
us should make us instruments of God’s mercy toward all. Then,
as Zechariah prophesies in today’s first reading, the fountain of
God’s mercy will open to purify the whole world from the sin
and selfishness that cause suffering and sorrow to so many

(Zechariah 13:1).

BODY PIERCINGS
"They shall look on Him Whom they have" pierced. —
Zechariah 12:10; John 19:37

In American culture, most women, as well as a number of
men, have their ears pierced. In recent decades, many get
other body parts pierced as well. Though people might
pierce their bodies for any number of reasons, body
piercing is biblically a mark of slavery (Ex 21:6). Slaves had
their ear pierced to identify them as lifelong slaves (Ex
21:6).
If you've had your body pierced by a piercing gun or tattoo
needles, Jesus identifies with you. He has pierced hands
and feet (Ps 22:17). His side was pierced with a sword (Jn
19:34, 37). "He was pierced for our offenses" (Is 53:5). No
one has been pierced as painfully as Jesus has been. When
people look at your piercings, they might admire them or
stare at you, but when people look on Jesus' piercings,
their hearts are pierced, and they mourn for their sins (Zec
12:10). Jesus' piercings have the power to change hearts.

Instead of looking at your own piercings or those of
others, look on the pierced Jesus. Let your heart be
pierced with love for Him. Offer your body to Him as a
living sacrifice (Rm 12:1) and a weapon for righteousness
(see Rm 6:16, RNAB). Jesus, pierced for our
transgressions, make our hearts like Yours.

PERFORACIONES DEL CUERPO

"Veran al que ellos mismos traspasaron" (Zacarias 12, 10;
Juan 19, 37).

En la cultura americana, la mayoria de las mujeres, asi
como un numero de hombres, tienen las orejas
perforadas. En las Ultimas décadas, muchos consiguen
también perforarse otras partes del cuerpo. Aunque la
gente puede perforar sus cuerpos por cualquier numero
de razones, la perforacidn del cuerpo es biblicamente una
marca de esclavitud (Ex 21, 6). Los esclavos tenian su oreja
perforada para ser identificados de por vida como esclavos
(Ex 21, 6).

Si has tenido tu cuerpo atravesado por un arma o agujas
para hacer tatuajes, Jesus se identifica contigo. El tiene
taladradas las manos y los pies (Sal 22, 17). Su costado fue
traspasado con una espada (Jn 19, 34, 37). "El fue
traspasado por nuestras rebeldias" (Is 53, 5). Nadie ha sido
traspasado tan dolorosamente como Jesus. Cuando la
gente mira tus perforaciones, pueden admirarte o mirarte
fijamente, pero cuando la gente mira las perforaciones de
Jesus, sus corazones son traspasados, y lloran por sus
pecados (Zac 12,10). Las perforaciones de Jesus tienen el
poder de cambiar los corazones.

En vez de mirar tus propias perforaciones o las de los
demas, mira en el Jesus traspasado. Deja que tu corazén
sea traspasado de amor por El. Ofrece tu cuerpo a El como
un sacrificio vivo (Rom 12, 1) y como arma de justicia (Rom
6, 16). Jesus, traspasado por nuestras ofensas, haz nuestro
corazén como el Tuyo.
