TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Years ago, the trick question on religion quizzes would be to name all the liturgical colors, or the colors of the vestments worn
at Mass. Rose is a color seldom seen, used at most two days a year. Today, “Gaudete Sunday,” is one of those days. The name of the
day is drawn from an opening verse in the old Latin Mass texts: Gaudete is Latin for “Rejoice!” This year’s Gospel certainly reflects
that mood as Elizabeth feels her infant within her leaping for joy at the presence of Mary. Mary’s visit to her aged cousin is an act of
compassion between women, as two kinswomen who are bearing children into the world share their joy.

Some churches retain the custom of having the priest wear rose vestments today, and many will use a rose candle in the Advent
wreath. Violet is the official color for Advent and Lent, but many parishes employ different hues for each season, trying to keep them
distinct. In medieval times, dye was costly, and poor parishes used unornamented plain cloth for vestments. Dyes were expensive
and some colors, particularly purple, difficult to achieve. In England, purple dye was made from mollusks, yielding at best a deep
indigo or blue and not the desired violet. Thus, the color of Advent in the British Isles has long been a deep blue, reminding many
people of Mary’s presence at the heart of the Advent mystery. That theology is largely unplanned: it’s all because of the clams!

A menudo nos envolvemos tanto en todas las preparaciones para la Navidad que nos olvidamos por completo del Adviento. Las lec-
turas nos recuerdan que, a pesar del estrés que podamos sentir al pensar en lo cerca que esté la Navidad, estamos llamados a regoci-
jarnos porque el Sefior esta cerca.

El estrés que sentimos puede deberse al miedo. Pero, ¢alguna vez has notado que es mucho mas facil cuando tienes a alguien que te
acompana en las compras, o te ayude a escribir las tarjetas navidenas o a decorar el arbol? “[D]a gritos de jubilo... No temas”, dice el
profeta Sofonias en la primera lectura (Sofonias 3,14). No dice que el Sefior viene a castigarnos por esperar hasta el altimo minuto
para poner el arbol. El profeta dice que el Sefior esta en medio de nosotros, no estamos solos. “|H]a expulsado a todos tus enemi-
gos” (Sofonias 3,15).

Y como si eso no fuera suficiente, dice que el Sefior se goza y se complace en nosotros. ¢Cuantas veces te has preguntado si podrias
pedirle ayuda al Sefior? Sofonias nos recuerda que le da gusto al Sefior ayudarnos. Y san Pablo dice lo mismo en la segunda lectura:
“No se inquieten por nada; mas bien presenten... sus peticiones a Dios” (Flp 4,6). Ahi es donde entra en juego el Adviento. Podemos
anticipar la presencia del Sefior en nuestras vidas. Por eso la fe y la esperanza son centrales al tema del Adviento. La fe en el amor que
Dios tiene por nosotros nos da la esperanza de que nos apoya en la debilidad y nos llena con la misma alegria que Fl tiene por no-

Eventualmente en el siglo X o XI estas antifonas fueron unidas en el canto gregoriano Veni, veni Emmanuel (Oh ven, oh ven
Emmanuel).

Este adviento mientras cantamos las antiguas antifonas hay que preguntarnos si de veras estamos listos para el regreso del
Hijo del Hombre que viene para juzgar a vivos y muertos. —Fray Gilberto Cavazos-Glz, OFM
