CRECIENDO EN OPORTUNIDADES DE FE

SOMOS TEOFILO

Lucas inicia su Evangelio con un mensaje a Teofilo. Se sabe poco sobre esta figura, pero es probable que fuera un lider importante,
alguien que Lucas esperaba que fuera influyente en la difusion de la palabra acerca de Jests. Sin embargo, sabemos que su nombre
griego, Teofilo, significa “amigo de Dios” o “amado por Dios”. Lucas estaba escribiendo su relato de la vida de Cristo para una perso-
na en particular en un momento particular de la historia, pero también estaba escribiendo para todas las personas a lo largo del
tiempo que son amadas por Dios; estaba escribiendo para nosotros, para ti y para mi, para que podamos ver “la verdad de lo que se
[nos] ha ensefado™.

Después de esta introduccion, la lectura del Evangelio de hoy avanza al capitulo 4. Juan ha bautizado recientemente a Jesas en el
Jordan, y Jesus acaba de regresar de los 40 dias en el desierto, donde fue tentado. “[I|mpulsado por el Espiritu”, ha llegado el mo-
mento de su ministerio pablico.

Jestss ensena en las sinagogas de Galilea con gran aclamacion. Luego continda hacia su hogar de la infancia en Nazaret. Va a la mis-
ma sinagoga donde fielmente ha ido con su familia en sabado, y le dan el libro del profeta Isaias para leer. Es un honor leer, y Jests lo
hace con gran reverencia y respeto. Lee Isaias: “El Espiritu del Sefor esta sobre mi, porque me ha ungido para llevar a los pobres la
buena nueva...” Después de leer, Jesus cierra el libro, se lo devuelve a la persona honrada con su cuidado y se sienta. “Hoy mismo se
ha cumplido este pasaje de la Escritura que acaban de oir”, dice.

Leemos eso dos mil afios después, y lo pasamos por alto. Si, Jests lee de Isaias y dice: “Esto es ahora”, porque asi fue: €l es Jests, Hijo
de Dios, Salvador del mundo y todo eso. Pero imagina ese momento de la historia. El es Jests, un chico del barrio, hijo de Jos¢. Creci-
eron con €él; conocen a su familia. Lo conocen a EL, pero algo es diferente. Lee con una autoridad que les llama la atencion. Lo pueden
ver. Termina de leer, se sienta y todos lo miran. Hay puro silencio y maravilla. En ese momento les dice: ha llegado el momento; el
momento es ahora. “Hoy mismo se ha cumplido este pasaje de la Escritura que acaban de oir”. Se cae el microfono en Nazaret.

Deténganse en ese momento durante unos minutos. ¢Se dieron cuenta? ¢Sabian? Los versiculos a continuacion sugieren cue tal vez
todavia no sabian, pero en ese momento, {qué se conmovio dentro de su interior? ¢Qué se conmueve en la nuestra?

Jestis comienza su vida publica en medio de los que ama. Afios después, Lucas escribe la historia de esa vida a Teofilo, amado por
Dios. Dos milenios después, nosotros, también amados por Dios, tenemos la gracia de leer la misma historia, de vivir el mismo mo-
mento para que también nosotros podamos ver “la verdad de lo que se [nos] ha ensefiado™.
